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CHAPEL NOTES.

On Sunday morning, October 12, the Lord Bishop of the Diocese
unveiled and dedicated two stained glass windows in the School
Chapel, which the boys had put in to the memory of their late
Headmaster (Rev. T. K. Abbott). The Bishop in his address
spdke of the value of such adornment in the House of God,
especially when, as in this case, they were the freewill offerings
of generous hearts in grateful appreciation of God's blessings.
He referred to the valuable work Mr, Abbott had accomplished
in the School during his headmastership, and reminded us how
appropriately the subjects of the windows (the Institution of
Holy Communion and the Holy Women at the Tomb of the Risen
Christ) commemorated him who, in his life, laboured to make
boys feel the value and privilege of worshipping at the great
Rucharistic service, and who now, they knew, had passed beyond
the grave nearer to the presence of God.

These windows complete the series of seven in the Sanctuary
of the Chapel, and add greatly to its beauty and dignity.

Confirmation classes have been held regularly during the cur-
rent term by the Headmaster, and there are 22 candidates for
the service of Confirmation, which has heen arranged for
December 14. The addresses at evensong have been during the
term on the fundamentals of the Christian Faith—Sin and For-
riveness, Faith, Obligation, Prayer, Saintship, Love.

Garnsey, M.A,, Warden of St. John's Theological College, Armi-
