HE value of a Royal visit,

though an event deplored by

some as both expensive and use-
less, must be apparent to most people.
When we remember the visit of Prince
Edward to Australia, and the feeling
of personal interest and affection he
woke in all hearts, we can also recog-
nise what will be the result of this re-
cent visit,

Interest is a necessary part of loy-
alty. These visits. few gas they are,
have always been remarkable for the
encouragement of a common bond of
feeling with the Olq Country. Eng-
land and Australia are so widely separ-
atetd that people are apt to forget fel-
low-countrtymen on distant shores.
Many Australians who fought twelve
years ago made -closer acquaintance
with England, but since tlen another
generation has sprung up. It is these
that Royal visits benefit most by show-
ing them that after all the gap of blue
water can be bridged by sympathy.

But such a visit will have, we hope,
another effect. At the opening of Par-
liament at Canberra there was a repre-
sentative group of all branches of Aus-
tralia’s military force. And this part
of Australia, her defence, is it not sad-
ly neglected? Every true Australian
felt envy at the sight of the battleships
of the American squadron which came
out here in 1926, Why should we
not emulate them? We know that
politicians have talked ad infinitum of
the Yellow Peril and weak defence un-
til people’s ears have grown so weary
of these hackneyed phrases that they
have accomplished precisely the oppo-
site of what they wished. That is, we
have grown deaf to the importance of
the issue.

But it must be remembered invasion
is indeed something to be dreaded, and

with this in mind we should see to it
that our resources of defence are en-
larged, especially as regards our navy.

But to return; we would like to say
how welcome the presence of the
Duke and Duchess was at Canberra.
Our elders probably recall the occasion
on which the present King George was
in Australia when Parliament was
opened. We suppose he experienced
conditions rather less convenient than
befell the lot of our late visitors. But
We are most grateful that they have
troubled to come to Australia, and
moreover—here we speak especially
for the Schools—we are doubly grate-
ful for the kindly request which had its
result in the extra week of holidays.

Yeadmaster's Report

My Lord, Ladies, and Gentlemen,—

It is my duty to present to you the 32nd
Annual Report of the School, This is natur-
ally rather a diffienlt task for me owing to
the short time that I have been here,

The chief event of the vear bas been  the
School's loss of its late Headmaster, Canon
Archdall. The difference of the School from
the time of his arrival to his lea ving is the
monument of his work, and I expect that he
left the School for Auckland, satisfied with
the work that he had done for the School.

The School started the year with 145 boys,
and there are 137 hoys on the roll at pres-
ent.

Twelve boys have competed for the Leay-
ing Certificate Examination this year, and
twenty-two for the Intermediate. We do not
expect that all will pass, but hope that we
may exceed the numbers of previous years
These two examinations are the biggest
Inter-School Competition into which the
School enters, and 1 hope that we may soon
develop the tradition that winning for the
School victories over other schools  in these
examinations, is ag honourable and import-
ant as representing the School on the play-
ing fields, and that no boy is a really com-
plete ecitizen unless he serves the School to
the best of his ability in both work and
play.

In  our inter-School  games and the
cricket competition, we have had a fairly
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suceessful  year, Ip the Great Public
#chools Athletie Meeting, although we did
wot gain many points, we ran into sixth
place on g 500d many occasions. At the
Schools meeting In Armidale, we did very
well, winning  three Challenge Cups. Rupp
was chosen to represent New England in the
Rugby Union matech, and Kater and Went-
worth went with the cricket team to Single-
ton,

A great advance has been made in the
8chool domestic arrangements by the build-
inz of the new kitchen and the extension of
the dining-hall, Neither of these are yet
¢. mpleted, but we hope that they will be
ready for us to start the year in on Febru-
ary 9 next, These improvements will give
ug room for about 20 more boys.

There is also a great improvement being
made in the School grounds, The School
Wete that was held at the beginning of the
Year resulted in the collection of over £1100.
Lots of people have different ideas as to how
the money should be spent, but for the time
being we have set out to make a new cricket
ground and to improve the foothall ground
at the back of the School, The fowl-yara
and the Chinaman’s garden have practieally
disappeared, and we hope, iIf we have suffi-
sient money, to very much improve the ap-
Pearance of that part of the School grounds.

One of the most pressing needs of the
8chool is Science Laboratories, We have
had to take the Museum room, in order to
make a Physics Laboratory, It is, I hope,
enly a temporary arrangement, and I hope
#00n we may have g good Physics and
Chemistry block instead of the rather tum-
ble-down shed which We occupy at present.
The Museum, which in its small way is ra-
ther good, has had, for the time being, to be
packed away in a small room where it can-
not be shown. It is g great pity, as really
we should have been doing our best to ex-
tend it, especially in those things belonging
to Australian aboriginal life, which in a
few years may have become a thing of the
past.

There have been changes in the domestic
staff. Matron Huby hag left the School after
nearly seven years' service. She wag given
by the Board three months’ leave of absence,
20 that she might recover her health to be
able to undertake new work next year. In
her place we have Matron Robinson, wha

eomes to us from Tasmania ; and also, Sis- .

ter Maxwell, looking after the house-keeping.
Mr. Muntz leaves us at the end of this term
to go to Ballarat, where we Wwish him every
Success. His place will be taken by Mr, G.
A. Fisher, who comes to us from Queens-
land, with g reputation for scholarship and
football. Mr., Mottershead ig giving up his

position as Housemaster, in order to start a
house of hia own, and we wish him Joy inm
his new venture. I wish to take thig oppor-
tunity to express I3y appreciation of the
kindness and loyalty of the staff, It is not
An easy matter for the Staff changing the
Head, and I am very grateful to them for the
kindness and consideration that they have
shown me in all matters,

In conelusion, may I wish all of You who
have shown your interest in the School by
coming to our prize-giving, and in other
ways, a Merry Christmag and a very Pros-
berous New Yeary.
