Obituaries

Rodney C Weaver (27-29) died 20 December
1997. Rodney was born in 1913 at ‘Merton’,
near Denman, where his father was the station
bookkeeper. The family moved to Tenterfield
when he was six where his father established
Weaver & Perry, Stock & Stations Agents, and
Rodney and his brother Barry (who died last
year) came to TAS for their final education. On
leaving school Rodney joined the Bank of NSW,
was posted around NSW, to Rabaul PNG, where
he met his wife Patsy, then back to Collaroy in
1937. He volunteered for the Army in 1940 and
served with the 9th Division in the Middle East.
On his return in 1943 hebecame 2IC of the
62nd Australian Water Transport Unit until his
discharge inmid 1945. He rejoined the Bank on
V] Day, served in many branches as manager
and inspector, travelling extensively, and retiring
in 1972 from the position of manager of the
Epping branch. He was immensely proud of his
family and his ancestry. A descendant of the
Bell who discovered the stock route now known
as Bells Line of Road, Rodney was also related to
the Cox, North, White, Francis and Kiss families.
He met Banjo Paterson at the age of 13, and
when 16 saw Bert Hinkler land his bi-plane in
Armidale. In 1932 he had a flight with Sir
CharlesKingsford Smith at Glen Innes. Rodney’s
son Ross, who kindly sent us a copy of his eulogy,
says that his father was a man of high moral
character, and was first and foremost a devoted
family man to his wife of 60 years, his children
and grandchildren.
