This
committee was once responsible for organising national activities during NAIDOC Week and its
acronym has become the name of the week itself. Importantly, what started decades ago as a day
of protest has evolved into a week of celebrations for a whole nation and 2010 sees NAIDOC in its
53rd year.

NAIDOC celebrations are held around Australia in the first week of July to celebrate the history,
culture and achievements of Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander people. As this timing means
that NAIDOC week again fell in the school holidays this year, we are holding our own NAIDOC
celebrations as a school this week.

As a school community this gives us the opportunity to learn more about the culture and experience of indigenous
Australians through a range of activities and this was kicked off with a special NAIDOC assembly yesterday.

This year’s NAIDOC week theme is Unsung Heroes — Closing the Gap by Leading Their Way and we had one such Unsung
Hero as our guest at assembly. Edna Craigie is Buddy Mumbulla’s grandmother and an elder of the Kamilaroi People who
grew up in Moree through a turbulent time. Her story, told yesterday, is a powerful reminder of a past that many of us
may wish to forget, but also an inspiring one of courage and resilience and it is no surprise that it was received so well
by the assembly. We were also entertained by the Gomeroi Dancers from Tamworth who displayed something of the fun
as well as the tradition of Aborigingal dance.

Born in San Francisco in 1914, now 95 years old, Jack LaLanne is an American
icon, a pioneer in health and fitness and one of the first to introduce weight
training through the medium of television.

A trim, muscular man, dressed in a form-fitting bodysuit, he was cut like an
inverted pear. Widely referred to as "The Godfather of Fitness", LaLanne gained
worldwide recognition for his success as a bodybuilder and for his incredible
and prodigious acts of strength and stamina.

~ Every year, he would embark on some remarkable feat of endurance to celebrate
 his birthday. At age 43 he swam the treacherous Golden Gate Channel, towing
a 2,500-pound cabin cruiser. At age 44 he maneuvered a paddleboard 30

miles, 9%2 hours non-stop from the shark-infested Farallon Islands to the San
| Francisco shore. At age 66 he towed 10 boats in North Miami, Florida filled with
77 people for over a mile in less than 1 hour.

But those were just a few of his accomplishments; he was also a prolific inventor
of nutritional products and gym gear. The first energy bar was his creation, as
§ was the first instant breakfast drink. The cable pulley system used in weight
-] machines, now standard in just about every gym in the world, was LalLanne’s
invention. If something didn’t exist that Jack thought would be useful, he’d
simply create it!

Jack is also well known however, for the notable little gems known as “LaLanneisms.”
Here are two standouts:
Your waistline is your lifeline.
Exercise is King, nutrition is Queen, put them together and you’ve got a kingdom.

In June, Jay travelled to Muswellbrook to compete in the New England & North West Area Short Course Championships,
where he made a clean sweep of his events with 10 wins from 10 events, giving him the New England & North West 14
Years Boys Short Course Age Champion title.

Jay travelled to Ballina during the July school holidays to participate in a Swimming NSW B Squad training camp. This
was a combined training camp for NSW State Age Qualifiers (13-18 years) from the North Coast Area, and the NIAS Silver
Squad members from the New England & North West Area.
Also in July he compete in the NSW Country Short Course
Championships at Homebush. His results speak for
themselves: 13th in the 200m backstroke with a 6 second
pb, 11th in the 200m freestyle with a 4 second pb, 9th in
the 200m individual medley with a 6 second pb, 10th in
the 100m backstroke with a 4 second pb, and 14th in the
100m freestyle with a 1 second pb.
